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Minutes from 2011 Annual Meeting

JANUARY 30, 2011

The annual meeting of the congregation of Bethany Lutheran Church was called to orde

Council President Ron Fenner. Pastor Stdbiers led the opening prayer. Ron Fenner
introduced Wayne Daley, who served as parliamentarian for the meeting. Council Secreta
Mills announced that a quorum of at least fifty (50) voting members of the congregation wa
present. Ron Fenner called for the approval of the minutes of the 2010 annual meeting. U

motion made and seconded, the congregation unanimously approved the minutes.

Council President Ron Fenner thanked church administrator Pati Olson for her support during his two years as C
President. He also thanked the members of the Council for their commitment and service to Bethany. In concludin

remar ks, Ron Fenner encouraged al/l members of the ¢
request for volunteers with enthusiasm and a willin
Pastor StummPi er s echoed Ron Fennero6s celebration of the
dedicated staff.

Pastor Paul then highlighted some of Bethany®&s min

Pastor Paul stated our facilities need attention and we are working to upgrade them. He also described the new
plan involving two new pdtrine positions, a Youth and Family Education position and a Fellowship Coordinator, with
reduced hours for our church administrator. The new staffing is intended to activate and empower people in our
congregation; Pastor Paul asked that everyone be attentive to the time and talents sheets and be ready to work for
ministries of the church. Pastor Paul acknowl edged
staffing changes. Pati is able to accomplish the necessary work in less time, and she is embracing the staffieg char
heartedly and gracefully.

Finally, Pastor Paul expressed his great appreciat
Council, and to all members of the congregation. He indicated that Bethany is a wonderful place to be.

Ron Fenner suggested that the written reports cont
and seconded, the congregation approved and accepted the written reports.

Treasurer Jim Rohrscheib then presented the financial reports and 2011 Ministry Plan. He noted that 33 families
their pledges from 2010 to 2011, and, although the median pledge is $46 per week, 28 families are now giving more
per week. The report of pledging history shows that congregational giving has rebounded to the level of 2009 and t
upward trend in giving. Actual income in 2010 was $409,754, exceeding estimated income by over $4,500. The tot
estimated income for 2011 is $419,565 (corrected upward by $500 from the amount printed on page 25 in the annui:

Jim Rohrscheib stated that, by motion, the Bethany Church Council recommends the congregation approve a 20
spending budget of $434,500. The motion did not require a second. Before opening the floor for discussion, Jim Re
highlighted certain line items in the 2011 Ministry Plan, as follows:

1 Under Social Outreach and Mission, the amount budgeted for the Northwest Washington Synod was increas
$4,000 to $36,000. Revenue to the Synod is down significantly, resulting in 9% across the board pay cuts fo
personnel. In addition, revenue to the ELCA churchwide offices is down $8 million this year. The increased
to the Synod restores our contribution to our historic level and shares the resources available to our congreg

1 Under Social Outreach and Mission, the line item for Latino Ministry has been reduced from $1,000 to zero a
$1,000 amount is reflected under Council Discretionary Outreach for which the intended use is to support the
Peace Lutheran Fellowship in Chimacum.

1 Under Christian Education, the asterisks on the line items for Vacation Bible School, Youth Servant Event, al
Youth Activities indicate that these items have dedicated funds of $886, $10,491, and $520, respectively (as
Bet hanyds balance sheet), and are deemed adequat

T Under Personnel, the pastordés salary for 2011 i s
represents an increased contribution required by the ELCA for the Survivor Benefit Plan.
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1 Under Personnel, the amount budgeted for Office Staff Compensation is roughly the same as 2010, with th
amount previously budgeted for church administrator reallocated among the three positions of Church
Administrator (24 hours per week on average), Youth and Family Education (20 hours per week starting or
March 1), and Fellowship Coordinator (5 hours per week starting on March 1).

1 Under Other Administrative Expenses, the line item Mortgage/Loans is reduced slightly because in 2011 B
will pay off a second loan (original borrowing in 2002 for construction of the columbarium). Because of the
payoff of the loan, in 2012 Bethany will have an additional $3,300 in cash flow. Likewise, the line item Roo
Loan Repayment of $10,000 represents the last payment of that loan; thus, if giving patterns hold, an addit
$10, 000 should be available for allocation as p

Jim Rohrscheib then invited the congregation to ask questions regarding the proposed 2011 Ministry Plan. He
none, he called for a vote.
